Bill C-428: An Act to amend the Old Age Security Act (residency requirement)

Parenfal Benefits for Military Families

On April 5th 2010, Pierre Poilievre, Parliamentary Secretary to the Prime Minister and to
the Minister of Intergovernmental Affairs, on behalf of the Honourable Diane Finley, Min-
ister of Human Resources and Skills Development, announced that the Government in-
tends to improve access to El parental benefits for military families.

Currently, if a Canadian Forces member is ordered to return to duty while on parental
leave, they could return home to find that their parental El benefit has expired. We will
make sure this benefit is extended so this does not occur due to military requirements.

The proposed initiative would also extend the eligibility up to 104 weeks.

Accessing El sickness benefits will also be made easier for family members following the
death of a loved on who died in military duty.
