
This January, I held pre-budget consultations with members of the local Chambers of 

Commerce, Manufacturers Associations and members of the public to discuss the 

future of Canada’s economy and the implementation of phase two of Canada’s Economic 

Action Plan. Discussions included: 

 Are there measures in the Economic Action Plan that should be revised, extended or 

end early? Should funding be shifted to meet changed priorities?  

 In what areas should we focus spending growth restraint?  

 To what extent has Canada's Economic Action Plan been effective in stimulating activ-

ity in their industry, sector or community?  

 What suggestions do they have for improving the effectiveness of the Government's 

stimulus measures or the speed of their delivery?  

 What steps should the Government take to improve the competitiveness of the Cana-

dian economy and ensure that Canada continues to attract investment and create 

jobs once the recovery is achieved and the Economic Action Plan is wound down?  

 Over what time period should the Government bring the budget back into balance? 
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 Funding for roads, sewage, water and supportive housing development to create jobs 

across Canada and ensure we emerge from the economic downturn with a more 

modern and greener infrastructure. 

 Placing Canada as a leader on the world stage, hosting the important G8 and G20 

summits in 2010. 

 97% of our Economic Action Plan has been committed. 

 Opening up new opportunities for young people to gain valuable international work 

experience through Youth Mobility Agreements 

 Taking part in state visits to India and China, building important relationships with 

these economic powerhouses while ensuring that a frank dialogue on fundamental 

values like freedom, human rights and the rule of law is maintained. 

 Enhancing safety and security by requiring laboratory facilities that conduct activities 

involving  human pathogens and toxins to take all reasonable measures to protect the 

health and safety of the public. 

 Investing in the Canadian canola industry, to develop a comprehensive strategy that 

will open new markets as well as examine current legislative, regulatory and 

administrative trade barriers
