 Are there measures in the Economic Action Plan that should be revised, extended or 

end early? Should funding be shifted to meet changed priorities?  

 In what areas should we focus spending growth restraint?  

 To what extent has Canada's Economic Action Plan been effective in stimulating activ-

ity in their industry, sector or community?  

 What suggestions do they have for improving the effectiveness of the Government's 

stimulus measures or the speed of their delivery?  

 What steps should the Government take to improve the competitiveness of the Cana-

dian economy and ensure that Canada continues to attract investment and create 

jobs once the recovery is achieved and the Economic Action Plan is wound down?  

 Over what time period should the Government bring the budget back into balance? 
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 Providing Canadians with significant, permanent personal income tax relief and 

Canadian businesses with the lowest overall tax rate on new business investment 

among the major industrialized economies. 

 Supporting research and advanced education at colleges and universities across 

Canada, with $2-billion in Knowledge Infrastructure funding committed to these 

projects at campuses throughout the country. 

 Taking action to deliver a healthier environment for our children, working with 

President Obama on a Clean Energy Dialogue between Canada and the United 

States to share technology, ideas, research and development. 

 Working to deliver better healthcare for the men and women of the Canadian Forces 

with new healthcare centers at CFB Kingston and CFB Greenwood. 

 Canadian Pork producers and your Government are partnering to deliver $75 million 

through the Hog Farm Transition Program.
