Pre-Budget COnsultatlons

This January, | held pre-budget consultations with members of the local Chambers of
Commerce, Manufacturers Associations and members of the public to discuss the
future of Canada’s economy and the implementation of phase two of Canada’s Economic
Action Plan.

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Building Canada, Protecting Families

o Working with our provincial and territorial partners to support Canada’s economic
recovery, with $54 billion in transfer payments to provinces and territories for 2010-11,
an increase of $2.4 billion over last year.

e Assisting communities dependant on the forestry industry, working in partnership with
the forestry sector and provinces to support the development of new and improved
Canadian-made wood products and manufacturing processes.

o Protecting Canadian families, seniors, and businesses from the numerous harms of
identity theft.

e Ensuring continued access to rural postal delivery with a new Service Charter for
Canada Post which protects postal service to rural regions.

« Helping Canadian pork producers through the $17 million International Pork Marketing
Fund which invests in market research, promotion and access initiatives to find new
customers for Canadian pork products.

e Enabling Accessibility Fund, which helps to support people with disabilities and their
families. A three year commitment of $45 million will expand opportunities for people
with disabilities and improve accessibility across Canada.
