« Providing record-high support ($54 billion) to provinces and territories for 2010-2011.
Since we took office, support payments to the provinces for vital health, education and
social services have increased by 30 percent ($12.7 billion).

e Playing a key role in institutions like the G8, the G20, the Asia Pacific Economic
Cooperation Summit and the Commonwealth Heads of Government Meeting.

e Taking action for rural Canada by protecting honest farmers and hunters, supporting
legislation that will scrap the failed long-gun registry once and for all.

e Protecting our vulnerable children and cracking down on child pornography by making
it mandatory for Internet and e-mail service providers, as well as social networking
sites, to report suspected child pornography being delivered through the Internet.

o The Government of Canada has invested up to $27 million towards the Global
Research Alliance on Agricultural Greenhouse Gases. This investment is to enhance
agricultural research that benefits our environment and Canadian farmers.

o Enhancing multiple use trails, the Lower Trent Trail in Quinte West will received
$84,800 in funding which will create jobs and revitalize our trail. This project is being
supported through the Government of Canada's $25 million investment in recreational
trails.
